West, they begin to work
illegally, being afraid that
they will be discovered by
police. They are giving up
their rights and refuse to
accept medical
assistance. Over 35% of
them are becoming
victims of sexual slavery.

This month | was involved
in a shocking story. There
was a simple Moldavian
family where both parents
decided to immigrate to
Italy for unknown reasons.
They had a little daughter
who was only 7 when
they left. This girl was
placed in her aunt’s
house. Six years have
passed and this girl is 13
years old now. A couple of
weeks ago when she was
talking with her mother on
the phone, she told her

| have had many
opportunities to visit
hospitals. | met Margarita
when she gave birth to a
baby boy named Eugene.
Two years ago Margarita
married Paul, a man who
was in prison for several
years. She wanted to
have a baby, because she
was over 35. When she
was pregnant she did
some blood tests and
found that she and her
husband are HIV positive -
they have AIDS. Soon
after finding this out, her
husband left her. Now,

mother that her uncle was
abusing her verbally. Her
mother suggested that
she be patient and
cooperative because
these were the only
people that would take
care of her. Last week,
this girl called her mother
and told her that she was
abused sexually by her
uncle. This time her
mother told her, that if she
went to the police, she (as
mother) would disown her
daughter. This poor girl is
only thirteen and she is
being constrained to
choose to be an orphan or
a sexual slave!?!

In Moldova we have
thousands of these cases,
but not all of them are
being addressed as it was
done with this girl. Police
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Margarita is happy that
she has a baby, but she is
worried about whether
baby Eugene is positive or
not for HIV. Her relatives
don’t know about her
disease, and she is in a
dilemma as to whether or
not to tell them.

By the way, in the
Republic of Moldova - with
a population of 3.8 million
people - about 5,000
people are officially
diagnosed with AIDS. So,
AIDS is now a big problem
for the Republic of
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got involved in this story,
and the child was placed
in a family type
orphanage. Soon we
expect this case to be
discussed in court, but
until then (and even after)
this girl has no mother and
there will be nobody from
the relatives to support
her.

Medical Teams Internation@EMS Training

Medical Teams
International has now
trained twenty-four
Moldovan doctors and
medical attendants (the
Moldovan term for
paramedics) to become
First Responders trainers.
Using a translated EMS
textbook and visual
presentations, the
students learned how to
respond to a variety of
traumatic situations.
Classes focused on
Incident Management
Systems (IMS), including
rapid trauma care and
assessment training to
help them respond to
mass casualty incidents
like earthquakes.

Medical Teams Int’l
provides training, re-
certification and ongoing
support for the Moldovan
trainers. We are opening
five regional training
centres in Moldova in the
following areas: Centre -
Chisinau, North - Balti,
Gagauzia - Comrat , South
- Cahul and in the Police
Academy. Recently, we
opened four of these
training centres and
approximately 1,425 First
Responders were trained.
These trainees include
police, fire fighters,
disaster workers and other
community leaders that
may arrive before the
ambulance and provide

immediate care for the
injured. Properly trained,

first responders will reduce

fatality and the risk of
secondary injuries, which
are caused by improper
care. This skill becomes
increasingly necessary in
a country moving toward
reliance on private, rather
than public, transportation.

A Personal Testimo®EMS Response Saves Liv

Most of the instructors
who complete the First
Responders training have
found themselves in
situations where they
were able to successfully
perform CPR. One of the
instructors wanted to
share his story. Due to
this course, he was able
to save a patient’s life.

My name is Sergiu
Moshnegutsu . I'work as
an EMS doctor on an
ambulance and as an
instructor in Balti. | want to
tell you my story. | had a
call - an unconscious
patient. When we came
to the scene, the
unconscious patient was
laying down on the
bathroom floor. Feldsher
and | transported the
patient to the bedroom
and put him on the floor .
There was no sign of
respiration or circulation.
We performed CPR for
two minutes, and after that
we connected the

defibrilator. It showed that
the patient had a
ventricular fibrilation.
After administering 360 j
to the patient, heart
contractions immediately
appeared. The patient
was then transported to
the hospital. After a
month the patient came
to me and thanked me for
saving his life.

My name is Mihalil
Orphan. In January 2010 |
attended an EMS course.

One day my daughter
was sitting.in the chair and
eating an apple.
Suddenly, her arms and
legs began to convulse,
and there was respiratory
distress and cyanosis of
the skin.

The first thing | did
was to approach my
daughter and try to find

He was two years old when
his mother left him to work
abroad. She intended to
work in Greece and for Igor
to stay with his father in
Moldova. The original plan
was that she would return to
Moldova in one year. Due to
unknown circumstances, she
never came back.

Igor’s father refused to
take care of his only son,
and declared in front of the
judge that he wanted to be
divorced as soon as possible
and for his son to be placed
in the orphanage. Based on
Moldovan law, the judge was
forced to execute Igor’'s
father's wish. When we met

occlusion of the airway,
but unfortunately | could
not find the object .So
being in such a difficult
situation, | put the child on
my left arm and gave her
five back slaps. After this,
the child begun to cry and
to breathe, and the skin
became rosy. | took a
stethoscope and tried to
listen to her lungs. My
next step was to soothe
the child and tried to find
the piece of apple that had
caused the occlusion. |
found the piece of apple
on the floor and this made
me feel calm and assured

Igor in the orphanage, he
was smiling and glowing
like a star, and happy to
see us. We started a
discussion with Igor about
his future, what he wanted
to be, and about faith in
God. Even though he is
only six years old, he
found a similarity between
his mother’s decision to
go to work abroad and
God’s decision to send
His beloved Son to die on
the cross for our sins. He
told us: Both of these
actions were driven by
love and care!

We discussed various
topics with Igor, asking
him different questions

about the Bible and Jesus.

We were delighted to hear
that he knows it is God’s

Moldova is in a desperate
situation. According to a
Moldova census, there are
14,000 children in this country
who don't have parents. We
work with three state-run
orphanages serving a total of
1,400 orphans. We supply these
children with basic necessities
such as food, clothing, and
educational needs. Our main
thrust is to win them to the Lord
Jesus Christ.

Our future plan is the Anchor of
Hope House Project. Last year
we were given 29 acres of land
with the purpose of building

our

individual houses where
Moldovan Christian families
would care for orphan children.
We would like to teach these
children how to work. Orphans
along with their families would
farm the land, raise livestock,
and care for the orchard. Our
goal is for the orphanage to be
self-sustaining.

Future plans are to build a two-
story vocational building where
we could teach the girls to sew
and to be Godly mothers. The
boys would be taught to make
furniture. During their time
there, they would be raised up in

a Bible-based education. When
the orphans turn 18 years old,
we would like to be able to give
them a Bible school education
by sending them through our
Bible Institute.

Please pray with us - we believe
that God has His hand on this
ministry. We see a great need: if
we don't reach these orphans
while they are young, we find
that we meet many of them in
the Moldovan prison system.
